Midland Trails Description of work

LandStory contracted Treeo Tree Service LLC to give advice and recommendations from an ISA Certified
Arborist regarding management of trees with a diameter of greater than or equal to 10 inches in diameter
at a height of 54 inches above the ground growing within the affected area of the proposed Midland Trail
in Noblesville, Indiana.

On July 19, 2016 ISA Certified Arborist Jerome Delbridge IN3334-A and Ira Goldfarb met on site and
assessed the trees within the proposed construction zone of the Midland Trail. Recommendations were
given to save or remove trees based on a limited visual assessment (level 1) from the ground with leaf-on
conditions. When trail conflicts required removal of a tree that would otherwise have been determined to
be a good candidate to preserve, diameter at 54 inches above ground was documented. Trees that were
recommended to be removed were numbered with paint that corresponds with the tree number on the
spreadsheet. Management recommendations were given for some trees that were recommended to be
preserved.

The site is a former railroad right of way conditions typical of an industrial easement. Trees were
managed by removing all trees from the right of way. Many pioneer tree species have grown up in the
space resulting in small undesirable trees with poor structure. This history accounts for the large number
of impaired trees slated for removal.
